A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of Fred Chumbler Jr.

WHEREAS, Fred Chumbler Jr. was born in Benton on March 11, 1924, the son of the late Fred W. and Martie Karnes Chumbler; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Chumbler graduated as co-valedictorian from Calvert City High School in 1940 before enrolling at Murray State University and graduating from the University of Kentucky in 1947; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Chumbler served his grateful nation admirably in the United States Army 3rd Infantry Division during World War II, before returning to complete his undergraduate studies; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Chumbler embarked upon a career in education, teaching vocational agriculture at May's Lick High School while continuing his own studies, receiving his master's degree in education in 1952, and his education specialist's degree in 1962, both from the University of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Chumbler was a beloved mentor and friend to scores of students during his 40-year career in the Mason County School System as a teacher and assistant principal, after which he continued to enrich his community through his service as a substitute teacher; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Chumbler was recognized for his outstanding contributions to the Mason County School System and vocational agriculture by being given the 2003 Distinguished Service Award from Mason County High School and the Honorary American Farmer FFA degree at that organization's national convention in Kansas City, Missouri; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Chumbler was active in many other endeavors in his community, including leadership in the May's Lick Lions Club, of which he was a charter member; nearly 20 years as Secretary of the Germantown Fair Board, where he had also been an Advisory Director of Vocational Agriculture; volunteering with the RSVP corps, and service with the Mason County Health Board and the Buffalo Trace Health Board; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Chumbler was a faithful member of May's Lick Baptist Church, where he was chairman of the Board of Deacons and taught Sunday School for 55 years; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Chumbler was intensely devoted to his family, raising with his wife of 61 years, Anne Case Chumbler, three children, Carol Walker, Fred Chumbler III, and Jennifer Gilligan, who in turn blessed them with three grandchildren, Rebecca Jones, Allison Biggs, and Brock Gilligan; two stepgrandsons, Tye Gilligan and the late Willie Gilligan; and two great-grandchildren, Jackson and Jonathan Jones; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Chumbler was also the adoring brother of Joe Karnes Chumbler, the late W.W. Chumbler, the late Ray Chumbler, the late Robert Chumbler, and the late Ross Chumbler; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Chumbler departed this earthly life on January 9, 2011, leaving behind family, friends, and a community that continue to mourn his loss;

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
