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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of Congressman Hal Rogers.

WHEREAS, Congressman Hal Rogers was first elected to the United States House of Representatives in 1980, and is now entering his fourth decade of public service to the people of this Commonwealth and this nation; and

WHEREAS, during his time on Capitol Hill, Congressman Rogers has steadfastly worked to improve the lives of rural Kentuckians, by supporting economic development, fighting the scourge of drug abuse, and promoting the scenic beauty of Appalachia; and

WHEREAS, Congressman Rogers has served for 27 years on the United States House of Representatives Committee on Appropriations, including seats on eight of that panel's subcommittees, of which he has led three as Chairman or Ranking Member; and

WHEREAS, Congressman Rogers has used his leadership position in the United States Congress to make a lasting difference in the lives of his constituents through such programs as PRIDE, which has improved natural beauty and water quality throughout Southern and Eastern Kentucky, and TOUR SEKY, which has promoted tourism and small business throughout that region of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, Congressman Rogers has improved economic prosperity and saved countless Kentucky families from destruction through his creation and support of Operation UNITE, which has removed more than $9 million in drugs from the streets of Kentucky, and prosecuted more than 3,000 drug dealers in less than eight years of existence, with the hope and promise of effectively attacking one of the major factors holding this Commonwealth back from better days; and

WHEREAS, as the 112th Congress was seated in January 2011, Congressman Rogers assumed his role as Chairman of the Committee on Appropriations, just the third Kentuckian to serve in that position and the first from his political party; and

WHEREAS, the members of this Honorable Body join all Kentuckians in wishing him success in using his position to create a brighter future for this nation;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
