Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
Under current law, local law enforcement officers with Crisis Intervention Training (CIT) are required to make a written report on all “encounters” between law enforcement and “persons with mental illness, substance abuse disorders, mental retardation, developmental disabilities, and dual diagnoses. The agency that receives these reports must then provide this aggregated data to the Justice and Public Safety Cabinet, Criminal Justice Council, Cabinet for Health and Family Services, and the Interim Joint Committee on Health and Welfare. The report to the state agencies must also include the outcome of any encounters, which may include incarceration or hospitalization.  
SB 101 would limit the reporting of this data by law enforcement officers `to “required police actions” with persons with mental illness, mental illness and substance abuse disorders, mental illness and mental retardation, mental illness and developmental disabilities, and mental illness and dual diagnoses. 
The effect of SB 101 would be to reduce the number of reports required to be filed by CIT trained local law enforcement officers. 
     

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of SB 101 on local law enforcement officers is expected to be minimally positive due to a reduction in reporting requirements.

By limiting reporting requirements for CIT trained local law enforcement officers  to only required police actions that involve mental illness, there will be a reduction in costs, including staff time, required to prepare necessary reports. It is expected that this effect will be minimal.
