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AN ACT  relating to concealed deadly weapons.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 527 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Any other statute or court rule to the contrary notwithstanding, the county judge/executive and any member of the fiscal court who holds a concealed deadly weapon license issued pursuant to KRS 237.110 may carry a concealed deadly weapon in any courthouse owned or leased to the county in which they are elected.

(2)
Subsection (1) of this section shall not authorize carrying a concealed deadly weapon into a courtroom occupied by the Court of Justice while a judicial proceeding is in progress without the permission of the presiding judge.

(3)
No peace officer or other person shall prohibit, or attempt to prohibit, a person authorized to carry a concealed deadly weapon in a courthouse from doing so.
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
