This bill creates a new Class C felony for unlawful possession of a weapon on airport facilities in the first degree; a new Class D felony for unlawful entry to an airport sterile area in the first degree; and expands the definition of disorderly conduct  to a Class D felony when the conduct occurs on an aircraft in scheduled passenger operation or charter operation. The bill has the potential to have a moderate impact on prison population.
