SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Amend KRS 218A.110 to make ephedrine, pseudoephedrine, and phenylpropanolamine or their salts, isomers, and salts of isomers a Schedule IV controlled substance; amend KRS 218A.180 relating to dispensing and prescriptions by practitioners to prohibit a practitioner from dispensing more than 9 grams of ephedrine, pseudoephedrine, or phenylpropanolamine and their salts, isomers, or salts of isomers to an ultimate user in a 30 day period; prohibit a prescription for more than 9 grams of product, prohibit refilling a prescription prior to the expiration of 30 days from the prior prescription; repeal KRS 218A.1446 relating to over the counter sales of ephedrine, pseudoephedrine, and phenylpropanolamine.

In November 2010 the number of inmates incarcerated on methamphetamine-related charges included 885 Class B and 362 Class C felons. At a daily cost of $59.49, these 1,247 inmates cost the Commonwealth $74,184 per day. Over the life of their sentences the group of 362 Class C felons will cost between $39,300,168 and $78,600,3360 and the group of 885 Class B felons will cost between $192,158,280 and $384,316,560. 

NOTE: Consideration should be given to the cumulative impact of all bills that increase the felon population or that impose new obligations on the Department of Corrections.
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
