MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The measure provides for an additional member of the board of trustees of a fire protection district or a volunteer fire department to be appointed in certain circumstances. The measure also adjusts the monthly supplement for life and health insurance, (a maximum of $200 per month for health insurance and a maximum of $200 per month for life insurance) each year by the percentage increase in the consumer price index.  Firefighters permanently and totally disabled as a direct result of activities in the line of duty that do not have health or life insurance provided at no cost (i.e. via a settlement) are eligible for the payments.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:   Section 1 amends KRS 75.031 to allow the appointment of an advisory board member to the board of trustees of a fire protection district or a volunteer fire department by the county judge/executive of a neighboring county when the district or department provides fire protection services to both a consolidated government and one neighboring county.
Section 2 amends KRS 95A.070 to provide a consumer price index adjustment to the health and life insurance supplement that the state makes to firefighters, as defined in KRS 61.315, who are permanently and totally disabled in the line of duty.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

Section 1 does not have an impact on the state General Fund.
Section 2 has a minimal but indeterminable fiscal impact on the state General Fund. Currently two firefighters receive monthly payments to help defray the costs of health and life insurance totaling $7,677 per annum.  Using four percent as the consumer price index, the fiscal impact would be approximately $300 per annum.  However, not only is it not possible to project the number of firefighters that will become permanently and totally disabled as a direct result of activities in the line of duty who do not have health or life insurance provided at no cost (i.e. via a settlement), it also is not possible to predict the change in health and life insurance premiums (firefighters only receive enough to pay their portion of the premiums, up to the $200 per month maximum).
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
