Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
SB 54 HCS 2 amends KRS 75.031. That statute relates to the appointment of trustees for fire protection districts and volunteer fire department districts. Under existing law, these districts must have seven trustees, of whom two are elected by property owners, two are elected by firefighters, and three are appointed by the county judge/executive or, in the case of a district located within a consolidated local government, the mayor. 
In the event that a fire protection district or a volunteer fire department district provides service to both a consolidated local government and a neighboring county, SB 54 HCS 2 requires the county judge/executive of the neighboring county to appoint an advisory member to the board of trustees. The advisory member would, according to the bill, represent the views and needs of the area within the neighboring county and receive the same compensation as other members of the board of trustees. The number of trustees would remain at seven and continue to follow the selection/appointment process established in KRS 75.031. As passed by the Senate, the bill gave one of the three appointments by the mayor of the consolidated local government to the county judge/executive of the neighboring county. The total number of trustees would have remained unchanged at seven. 

SB 54 HCS 2 also amends KRS 95A.070 to specify that certain monthly benefits for firefighters who have been permanently and totally disabled will be adjusted by the consumer price index. Under existing law, KRS 95A.070 directs the State Treasurer to provide $200 in monthly life insurance and $200 in monthly health insurance payments to permanently and totally disabled firefighters. SB 54 HCS2 would adjust these amounts annually by the consumer price index.
 As passed by the Senate, the bill did not include this provision. 
Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The net fiscal impact of SB 54 HCS 2 on local governments is expected to be minimal. To the extent that a county judge/executive must appoint an advisory member to a fire protection district and volunteer fire department district, minimal administrative costs related to making the appointment will be incurred. SB 54 HCS 2 also requires that the advisory board member receive the same compensation as other members of the board of trustees, so additional minimal expenditures may be incurred.
