Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
KRS 75.031 relates to the appointment of trustees for fire protection districts and volunteer fire department districts. Under existing law, these districts have seven trustees, of whom two are elected by property owners, two are elected by firefighters, and three are appointed by the county judge/executive or, in the case of a district located within a consolidated local government, the mayor. 
In the event that a fire protection district or a volunteer fire department district provides service to both a consolidated local government and a neighboring county, SB 54 requires that the county judge/executive of the neighboring county make one appointment to the board of trustees and that the mayor of the consolidated local government make the other two appointments. The total number of trustees remains unchanged at seven. 
At the present time, SB 54 would only affect Jefferson and Oldham counties. 

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The net fiscal impact of SB 54 on local governments is expected to be minimal. To the extent that a county judge/executive in a neighboring county spends time or resources making an appointment to the board of trustees per SB 54, local government costs will increase minimally. 
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
