WHEREAS, Ann Roberts Latta was born August 7, 1937, the daughter of A. Dudley and Mary W. Roberts; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Latta graduated from Lafayette High School and earned a bachelor's degree in journalism from the University of Kentucky in 1959. She received an honorary Doctor of Public Service degree from Morehead State University in 2001; and 

WHEREAS, Mrs. Latta was named Secretary of the Tourism Development Cabinet in 1995, and she led the cabinet for eight years. She served as Kentucky's acting state parks commissioner in 2002-2003; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Latta was elected mayor of Prestonsburg in 1986, and she went on to serve two terms. She helped create the city's first tourism commission and aided in launching construction of the Mountain Arts Center. She also initiated efforts to build the River Walk, a jogging and walking facility at Prestonsburg Community College; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Latta was instrumental in the creation of the Kentucky Artisan Center in Berea, and she was the center's first board chair; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Latta's multifaceted career included a stint as assistant public relations director for the United States Travel Service in Washington, D.C.. She was a newspaper reporter for the Lexington Herald-Leader and the Huntington Post-Dispatch; and 

WHEREAS, Mrs. Latta was preceded in death by her beloved husband of 26 years, Clifford B. Latta. She is survived by three children, Clifford B. Latta III, Audrey Hudson Flanagan, and Jackson Dudley Latta; three sisters; six grandchildren; and three great-grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Mrs. Latta departed this earthly life on December 27, 2010, and she will be missed by all those who had the pleasure of knowing her;
