WHEREAS, George T. Underhill, Jr., was born on February 1, 1930, in Rochester, New York, the son of the late George T. Sr. and Dorothy Wing Underhill; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Underhill attended Trinity College and graduated from the University of Illinois. He moved with his family to Louisville in 1961, and in 1968 he started the Louisville office of ACTION NOW, an organization creating housing and jobs for thousands of people. In 1971, he led a development group that designed the Kentucky Towers Apartments, the largest restoration project in America at the time. Along with his loving wife, Ann, he founded Underhill Associates, which was an advocate for affordable housing and real estate projects that would enliven and beautify the community he so loved; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Underhill was a member of many charitable organizations, including HELP, a program to increase funding for public schools. His community service and goodwill would not go unnoticed; he received many awards for his work, including the Advertising Club and the WHAS Man of the Year Award in 1965; and 

WHEREAS, upon his retirement, Mr. Underhill and his wife worked as marriage mentors and missionaries. A spiritual man, he served God as a member of Southeast Christian Church in Louisville; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Underhill is survived by his wife; his brother, Robert N. (Susan) Underhill; his children, Deborah A. Underhill, George Townsend "Todd" (Colleen) Underhill III, Valerie (Dr. Axel) Fuchs, and Jeff (Mary Ann) Underhill; twelve grandchildren; and six great-grandchildren; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Underhill departed this earthly life on February 2nd, 2011, and an entire community joins his family and friends in mourning his loss;
