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A RESOLUTION honoring the life and work of Robert A. Coleman.

WHEREAS, Robert A. Coleman has lived an exemplary life. As a local official, as a public and private citizen, and as a proud defender of civil rights, he embodies the "light of creative altruism" of which Dr. Martin Luther King once spoke; and 

WHEREAS, with great skill and talent, Mr. Coleman has served in a variety of positions. He was Executive Board Member of the Kentucky League of Cities; past President of the Kentucky Black Caucus of Local Elected Officials; a member of the Energy, Environment, and Natural Resources Steering Committee of the National League of Cities; former Chairman of the Board of Directors—Paducah Power System; member of the Legislative and Resolutions Committee—American Public Power Association; and a non-lawyer member of the Board of Governors of the Kentucky Bar Association; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Coleman's work extended to the community he so loves. He served as Mayor Pro-Tem and City Commissioner of Paducah until 2009. He also served for 40 years with the United States Postal Service until his retirement in 1998. He is President of the W.C. Young Community Center Board of Directors and has been a loyal member of the Washington Street Missionary Baptist Church for over 60 years; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Coleman's achievements were duly recognized in 2005, when he was inducted into the Kentucky Civil Rights Hall of Fame at Kentucky State University; and 

WHEREAS, this Honorable Body recognizes the work of Mr. Coleman and commends the assistance of his wife, Constance, his son, Dominic, and his grandson, D'Angelo, for allowing Mr. Coleman to share with this Commonwealth his impeccable creative altruism; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate honors Robert A. Coleman for his dedication as an elected official, for his diligence to his community, and for the example he has set to all Kentuckians, and congratulates him on a truly outstanding career.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Robert A. Coleman.
