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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and memory of Specialist Christopher S. Wright.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Specialist Christopher S. Wright, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul. 

WHEREAS, Specialist Christopher S. Wright, a native of Tollesboro, Kentucky, was born on January 31, 1987; and he traversed these earthly bounds August 19, 2010; and

WHEREAS, Specialist Christopher S. Wright was the beloved son of mother Linda Wright-Dennis, and father and stepmother James and Michele Cochran; he was the caring brother of Andrew, Katie, Marianne, Zachary, and Zane; and he leaves behind many other family members who loved him dearly; and

WHEREAS, Specialist Christopher S. Wright was a 2005 graduate of Lewis County High School; and he enjoyed music, snowboarding, and horseback riding; and

WHEREAS, Specialist Christopher S. Wright enlisted in the United States Army in September 2004; and he was assigned to Company C, 1st Battalion, 75th Ranger Regiment, Hunter Army Airfield, Georgia, where he served as a rifleman and a squad automatic weapons gunner; and 

WHEREAS, Specialist Christopher S. Wright is remembered by his senior officers as "incredibly talented . . . the epitome of a Ranger, fierce warrior, incredibly competent and dedicated to mission accomplishment"; and

WHEREAS, the life of Specialist Christopher S. Wright ended prematurely of wounds sustained when insurgents attacked his unit using small arms fire in Pech, Afghanistan; and

WHEREAS, Specialist Christopher S. Wright’s awards and decorations include the Combat Infantry Badge, Expert Infantry Badge, Parachutist Badge, Army Commendation Medal, Army Good Conduct Medal, National Defense Service Medal, Iraq Campaign Medal with combat star, Global War on Terrorism Service Medal, and Army Service Ribbon; and he was posthumously awarded the Bronze Star Medal, Army Commendation Medal, and Purple Heart; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for Specialist Christopher S. Wright and is deeply grateful for the ultimate sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Specialist Christopher S. Wright has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Specialist Christopher S. Wright and extends to his family and many friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
