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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Cheri Bryant Hamilton. 

WHEREAS, Cheri Bryant Hamilton was elected to the first Louisville Metro Council in November of 2002, and was re-elected for a second term in November of 2006. An advocate of education, Louisville's youth, and civic responsibility, she is a passionate and energetic councilwoman who has improved Louisville's fifth district during her outstanding tenure; and 

WHEREAS, prior to her service in local government, Cheri Hamilton worked as Program Coordinator with the Adult Education division of Jefferson County Public Schools, coordinated the Displaced Homemaker/Single Parent Program, was a grant writer for the school district, helping to provide education and job training for the homeless, and coordinated workplace education programs in local businesses. She was also a principal assistant with the Kentucky Commission on Women; and 

WHEREAS, Cheri Hamilton was the first Majority Leader of the Democratic Caucus of Louisville's newly established Metro Council. She served on the local Democratic Executive Committee, chaired the state Democratic Party's Executive Affirmative Action Committee, served as an at-large member of the Democratic National Committee, and the Executive Committee of the Kentucky Democratic Party. She is also a charter member of the Kentucky Black Caucus of Local Elected Officials, and a member of the National Black Caucus of Local Elected Officials; and 

WHEREAS, Cheri Hamilton is a tireless advocate for her community who has accepted the daunting task of solving the problems that face Louisville. A member of the Jefferson County Adult Education Advisory Council, the west Louisville Economic Alliance Advisory Committee, the Shawnee Neighborhood Association, and the Louisville Chapter of Jack and Jill of America, she has always brought a sense of equality and balance into her duties on the Metro Council. The recipient of many honors, including the "Champion for Children" award by Jefferson County Public Schools, the "Unsung Heroine" award by the Louisville Chapter of The Links, Inc., the Humanitarian Award, the Professional Achievement Award, the NAACP Voter Empowerment Award, and the SGI-USA Humanitarian Award, she has also positively changed the face of her district by creating outlets for young people to discuss their community and by finding creative and intelligent ways to curb neighborhood crime; and 

WHEREAS, Cheri Hamilton has shown a diligence to her duties as Louisville Metro Councilwoman that deserves the recognition of this Honorable Body. With the loving support of her children, Victoria and William III, her dedication and perseverance to her community has truly marked an outstanding resolve that extends beyond Louisville and echoes throughout a thankful Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
