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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of Dr. Edward Sinclair Ford, Jr. 

WHEREAS, Dr. Edward Sinclair Ford, Jr., was born on January 1, 1930, in Montgomery, Alabama, the son of the late Edward Sinclair Ford, Sr., and Sarah Francis Giddens Ford; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Ford proudly served in the United States Navy from 1948 until 1952. He graduated from the U.S. Navy Electronic/Radar School in 1949 and the U.S. Navy C.I.C. School in 1950. He served with the U.S. Naval Amphibious Forces during the Korean Conflict and earned several decorations, including five Battle Stars and the Korean Presidential Unit Citation; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Ford received his Doctor of Veterinary Medicine Degree in 1958 from Auburn University. He was founder of the Harrison Veterinary Medical Center in Cynthiana, and practiced medicine in central Kentucky for 25 years. He was Executive Director of the Grayson-Jockey Club Research Foundation, a life member of the American and Kentucky Veterinary Medical Associations, was honored by the Kentucky Veterinary Medical Association as Veterinarian of the Year in 1975, was the recipient of the Kentucky Veterinary Medical Association Distinguished Service Award in 1992, and was the 2002 recipient of the Wilford S. Bailey Distinguished Alumni Award by Auburn University; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Ford was a passionate advocate for education as well as an extraordinary statesman. He served for seven years on the Harrison County Board of Education, and in 1978 he was elected to the Kentucky State Senate. After his retirement from the Senate, he joined Governor Paul Patton's administration and served as Education Policy Advisor and Deputy Secretary of the Executive Cabinet; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Ford was preceded in death by his father and mother; his beloved wife, Dorothy Wood Monson Ford; and his sister, Mary Ola (John) Gragg. He is survived by his brothers, the Rev. Dr. James M. (Sally) Ford and Dr. Lawrence G. (Jane Ann) Ford; his daughter, Debra Gaye (Greg) Ford Fischer; his sons, Edward S. "Rusty" (Ragena) Ford III, Lawrence Harris Ford, and Dr. Kimbal D. (Alycia) Ford; two stepsons, Wood M. (Rae) Smith and Claude E. (Maribeth) Smith II; 14 grandchildren; and one great-granddaughter. Of all his titles—doctor, Senator, statesman, public servant, veteran, athlete—the one that most suited him was "Papaw"; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Ford departed this earthly life on July 2, 2010, and the entire Commonwealth joins his family and friends in celebrating his accomplished life;

NOW, THEREFORE,
