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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Jibril McCaster, upon receiving the 16th annual Prudential Spirit of Community Award for his volunteer service. 

WHEREAS, Jibril McCaster, a native of Elsmere, was named one of Kentucky's top youth volunteers of 2011, and was recognized by the prestigious Prudential Spirit of Community Award. The awards program is conducted by Prudential Financial in partnership with the National Association of Secondary School Principals; and 

WHEREAS, 17-year-old Jibril McCaster was nominated by the J.D. Patton Area Technology Center in Ft. Mitchell. He will receive $1,000 and an all-expenses-paid trip in May to Washington, D.C., where he will attend events honoring award-winners from all 50 states. Ten finalists will be named top youth volunteers for 2011; and 

WHEREAS, 17-year-old Jibril McCaster, a senior at Lloyd Memorial High School, began his extraordinary volunteer work by organizing a free summer basketball camp four years ago for elementary students who could not otherwise afford a camp. The focus of the camp was not only fundamentals, but also good sportsmanship, team building, and making healthy lifestyle choices. After being told that the family could not afford to pay for him to attend a summer camp, he enlisted the help of his family members to help him realize his dream of forming his own camp. His mother helped him apply for a grant and solicit sponsors, his stepfather found a site for the camp, his teammates became camp counselors, and local coaches and players from universities in Northern Kentucky attended and spoke to the campers. Since the camp was formed, 400 youngsters have attended; and 

WHEREAS, this Honorable Body commends Jibril McCaster for his vision, his work ethic, and his incomparable volunteer spirit. His ambition to see his goal realized, as well as a truly impressive focus that goes beyond his 17 years, will set an example for a generation of youth in his community, and his diligence to service work is worthy of an entire Commonwealth's recognition;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate congratulates Jibril McCaster for his service to his community, his stewardship for other youth, and for being the recipient of the 2011 Prudential Spirit of Community Award.
