With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Sergeant Patrick Ryan Carroll and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Sergeant Patrick Ryan Carroll was born on September 3, 1985; and he traversed these earthly bounds on February 7, 2011; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Patrick Ryan Carroll was the loving son of James Carroll and Amy Bolding; he was the caring brother of Dustin Bolding, Dakota Bolding, and Sumer Roberts; he was the beloved grandson of Edgar and Virginia Carroll, Norm and Bonnie Snyder, and George and Livena Schworm; and he leaves behind many other family members and friends who loved him dearly; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Patrick Ryan Carroll started his life in New London, Ohio; and he moved to Bardstown, Kentucky, with his father in 1998; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Patrick Ryan Carroll was a 2003 graduate of Nelson County High School in Bardstown, Kentucky; and he played basketball, soccer, baseball, football, and was a member of SKILLSUSA; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Patrick Ryan Carroll followed in his father's footsteps and joined the Army in July 2005; his initial duty station was in Germany; and he served an 18 month tour in Iraq before transitioning to the 319th Military Intelligence Battalion, 525th Battlefield Surveillance Brigade, XVIII Airborne Corps, Fort Bragg, North Carolina; and

WHEREAS, the life of Sergeant Patrick Ryan Carroll ended prematurely of wounds sustained when insurgents attacked his unit with an improvised explosive device in Kandahar, Afghanistan; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Patrick Ryan Carroll prided himself on his military association and accomplishments; and he gallantly served his country with honor and distinction; and his awards and decorations include the: Purple Heart, Army Commendation Medal, Army Achievement Medal, Army Good Conduct Medal, Afghanistan Campaign Medal, Iraq Campaign Medal, National Defense Service Medal, Global War on Terrorism Service Medal, Army Service Ribbon, Overseas Service Ribbon, Combat Action Badge; and he was posthumously awarded the Bronze Star Medal, and the NATO Medal; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for Sergeant Patrick Ryan Carroll, and is deeply grateful for the ultimate sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Sergeant Patrick Ryan Carroll has left a void that cannot be filled and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
