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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of the Kentucky Association of Blacks in Higher Education. 

WHEREAS, founded by Dr. William Parker in 1983, the Kentucky Association of Blacks in Higher Education (KABHE) promotes and articulates the needs of black Kentuckians working in higher education. By providing opportunities for its members to address issues concerning them, and by offering outlets for individuals, institutions, groups, and organizations to network, KABHE has become a priceless resource in the Commonwealth's higher education community; and 

WHEREAS, KABHE has a proud membership of over 150 faculty and staff. These employees represent 43 state institutions, including representatives from the Kentucky Community and Technical College System and Kentucky's private and public colleges and universities. KABHE aids these institutions in such vital areas as recruitment, retention, and development of black faculty and staff. KABHE recognizes the need for partnership and constant communication, and the organization has fostered collegiality and mentorship among black faculty and staff since its inception; and 

WHEREAS, this Honorable Body commends KABHE for its tireless dedication to improving the working environment of black Kentuckians in higher education. By giving a voice to the concerns of these important members of the educational community, and by espousing a common bond between the individuals and institutions who are part of the organization, KABHE has proven itself to be a dynamic voice in higher education;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate congratulates the Kentucky Association of Blacks in Higher Education for its ongoing effort to promote unity, partnership, and professional growth, and wishes the organization, its members, and the institutions who benefit from its message the best of luck in all their future endeavors.
