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A RESOLUTION recognizing February 22, 2011, as Arts Day in Kentucky.

WHEREAS, investment in the arts and community cultural amenities is crucial to attracting new businesses and professionals, bringing in tourists, and creating desirable places to live; and

WHEREAS, learning experiences in the arts contribute to academic skills in the areas of reading, language development, and mathematics; and

WHEREAS, artists and the arts in Kentucky have been recognized nationally and internationally, and represent our culture and heritage; and

WHEREAS, arts and supporters of the arts can be found in all corners of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Arts Council, the state arts agency, creates opportunities for people to find value in the arts, participate in the arts, and benefit from the arts through its programs, grants, and services; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate recognizes February 22, 2011, as Arts Day in Kentucky, and commends all individuals who have worked to promote and develop the arts across the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   The Senate applauds the Kentucky Arts Council for its ongoing efforts to promote the arts in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.
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
