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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of the late Albert "Al" Dix for his induction into the Kentucky Journalism Hall of Fame. 

WHEREAS, Albert "Al" Dix was publisher of the Frankfort State Journal. He moved to Frankfort in 1962 and worked at the newspaper until his retirement in 1996. A champion of journalistic ideals, he was known as a "reporter's publisher" and oversaw many positive changes at the paper; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Dix gave to many local and national charities. He not only promoted the business of journalism and the newspaper he published, but he was also a proud staple of the Frankfort community. Always willing to give to a worthy cause and to help those in need, he became a confidant to many, and a friend to everyone; and 

WHEREAS, a fourth-generation journalist, Mr. Dix came to Frankfort from the Times-Leader in Bellaire, Ohio. As both publisher and president of Wooster Republican Printing Co., the parent company of the State Journal, he would lead the newspaper for more than thirty years and become a pillar in the community he came to love; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Dix departed this earthly life on December 1, 2009. He will be posthumously inducted into the Kentucky Journalism Hall of Fame in April 2011, and this Honorable Body remembers and commends his work and his lifelong contribution to the Frankfort community and to the field of journalism in this great Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate honors the memory of Albert "Al" Dix and recognizes his posthumous induction into the Kentucky Journalism Hall of Fame. 

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor and loving memory of the life and legacy of Albert "Al" Dix.
