WHEREAS, Don Lam reported to a wildfire in Livingston County on September 7, 2010. Risking his own safety, he was fatally injured in the line of duty. A gracious Commonwealth recognizes the ultimate sacrifice given by Mr. Lam and honors the lasting legacy of courage and selflessness he leaves behind; and

WHEREAS, Don Lam was preceded in death by his parents, Donald Ray and Rose Marie Baker Lam. He is survived by his beloved wife, Jeannie Swatzell; his stepson, Dusty Cooper; his stepdaughter, Dakota Son; his brother, Ronald (Brenda) Lam; his nephew, Ethan Lam; and his father-in-law and mother-in-law, Kenneth and Brenda Swatzell; and 

WHEREAS, Don Lam departed this earthly life on February 17, 2011, and an entire community joins his family and friends in mourning his loss;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
