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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of Woodrow "Woodie" Thompson Fryman.

WHEREAS, Woodrow "Woodie" Thompson Fryman was born on April 12, 1940, the son of the late Woodrow and Almedia Fryman; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Fryman attended Fleming County High School before being signed as an amateur by the Pittsburgh Pirates in 1965. A left-handed pitcher, he made his Major League debut with Pittsburgh on his 26th birthday. In his rookie season, he recorded 12 wins while accumulating an impressive earned run average (ERA) of 2.06. He appeared in two games in the American League Championship Series, recording eight strikeouts with an ERA of 3.65 in 12 innings pitched; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Fryman went on to a long and distinguished career in Major League Baseball. He pitched for the Pittsburgh Pirates, Philadelphia Phillies, Detroit Tigers, Cincinnati Reds, Chicago Cubs, and Montreal Expos. During the latter stages of his career, he moved to the bullpen and became a fine relief pitcher, logging a now unheard-of streak of three seasons with an ERA below 3.00. He appeared in two postseason games with Montreal in the 1981 divisional and league championship series. He retired with 625 career appearances, 141 wins, a 3.77 ERA, and two All-Star appearances. He was inducted into the Kentucky Athletics Hall of Fame in 2005; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Fryman was preceded in death by his parents; his brother, Cecil Fryman; his sister, Patsy Mitchell; and his grandson, Jeromy Keith Fryman. He is survived by his beloved wife, Phyllis Fryman; his sons, Jeff (Tammy) Fryman and Patrick Fryman; his sister, Nona Dillon; five grandchildren; and a very special great-granddaughter; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Fryman departed this earthly life on February 4, 2011, and an entire community joins his family and friends in mourning his loss;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
