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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Georgetown College women's basketball coach Susan Johnson.

WHEREAS, Susan Johnson took over as head women's basketball coach at Georgetown College in 1978. Under Coach Johnson's three-decade tutelage, the esteemed program's record is 578 wins and 363 losses. The Tigers have advanced to 11 NAIA National Tournaments, finishing in the Elite Eight three times, and have won six Mid-South Conference Championships, three Kentucky Intercollegiate Athletic Conference championships, and three NAIA District/Regional Championships; and 

WHEREAS, Coach Susan Johnson has shown a consistent dedication to Georgetown College and to the young women she has mentored and molded. She has coached 11 All-Americans, 26 all-conference players, and 17 NAIA all-academic scholars. She has been named Coach of the Year eight times, and in March of 2010, she was inducted into the prestigious NAIA Hall of Fame; and 

WHEREAS, Coach Susan Johnson is a fixture not only in the sport of women's basketball, but also at the college she has come to love. At the behest of Georgetown's administration, she coached volleyball for two seasons and tennis for 12 seasons. A former three-sport athlete at Furman University, she has become a champion of women's sports, and a noted spokeswoman on gender equity issues. She has served as President and Treasurer of the Kentucky Women's Intercollegiate Consortium, and as a member of the NAIA/WBCA Nominating Committee; and 

WHEREAS, Coach Susan Johnson, after an impeccable career, will retire at the end of the current 2010-2011 season. It is appropriate that this Honorable Body commend Coach Johnson for 32 years of coaching, for her passionate commitment to Georgetown College, and for the time and talent she has given to the young women who have come through the Georgetown program that she loves;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate honors Coach Susan Johnson for an unparalleled career that will culminate at the end of the 2010-2011 season, and for her induction into the NAIA Hall of Fame. 

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Coach Susan Johnson.
