WHEREAS, Anna Pauline Holton Applegate was born on March 3, 1931, the daughter of the late William Grubb Holton and Lorraine Neal Holton; and

WHEREAS, Pauline Applegate attended Tollesboro High School and Eastern Kentucky University, where she majored in biology and chemistry. After a year with Dow Chemical, she returned to the Commonwealth and lived with her grandparents; and 

WHEREAS, Pauline Applegate lived a distinguished life. A woman of many talents, she worked as a writer for the Maysville Independent newspaper, for the Census Bureau in Lewis County, and, upon a recommendation by Congressman Carl D. Perkins that was confirmed by President Lyndon B. Johnson, served as postmaster of the Tollesboro Post Office. A dutiful and caring postmaster, she began a tradition of bringing schoolchildren into the post office for tours. She was much loved by the communities of Tollesboro and Vanceburg, and she ran her post office with great diligence. Her good deeds did not go unnoticed. She was a six-time winner of the Benjamin Award, the Postal Service's highest honor for outstanding postal and community service; and in 2006, she was recognized by the Postmaster General with the lifetime achievement award; and

WHEREAS, after her retirement from the Postal Service, Pauline Applegate remained active in her community. She was elected President of the Golden Burley Chapter of the National Association of Retired Federal Employees, and she served on the Buffalo Trace Area's Cemetery Board; and

WHEREAS, Pauline Applegate is survived by her beloved husband, Harold D. Applegate; her son, Clifford Holton (Dina Lynn) Applegate; her daughter, Dee Anna Applegate (Richard) Hatfield; five grandchildren; and two great-grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Pauline Applegate departed this earthly life on January 7, 2011, and an entire community joins her family and friends in mourning her loss;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
