A RESOLUTION memorializing Clara Barton Potter-Keyes and adjourning the Senate in her loving memory and honor.

WHEREAS, Clara Barton Potter-Keyes was a native daughter of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, born to Leslie and Rena Potter in Manchester, and a resident of Morehead; and

WHEREAS, Clara Barton Potter-Keyes was proud of the fact that she was related to Kentucky Governor James Garrard and Harry Toulmin, a notable and influential British Unitarian minister, academic, and politician who immigrated to America in search of religious freedom in the 18th Century; and

WHEREAS, Clara Barton Potter-Keyes was an avid traveler, having visited South America, Mexico, Europe, and the western states in the United States; and

WHEREAS, Clara Barton Potter-Keyes distinguished herself through her academic studies, matriculating from the University of Kentucky with a bachelor's degree in Journalism and a master's degree in Library Science, and from Morehead State University with another master's degree in English Literature; and

WHEREAS, Clara Barton Potter-Keyes also made numerous professional presentations before state and national library conferences, and published numerous papers and works in various academic and other periodicals; and

WHEREAS, Clara Barton Potter-Keyes worked tirelessly on multiple boards and commissions throughout her professional career, notably among them, the State Advisory Committee on University Records, the Appalachian Studies Advisory board, and the Kentuckiana Digital Library Project; and

WHEREAS, for her considerable contributions to academia and to her place of employment, Morehead State University, Clara Barton Potter-Keyes received many laurels, including the Gaylord Collections Conservation Award, Outstanding Staff Fund Raiser for Morehead State University, Certificate of Merit by the Kentucky State Historical Records Advisory Board, and during her studies at Morehead, Outstanding Graduate Student in English, Foreign Language, and Philosophy; and

WHEREAS, Clara Barton Potter-Keyes served with distinction as the Special Collections Librarian at Morehead State University, until she took the position of Assistant Dean for Technical Services at the Camden-Carroll Library at Morehead State University, where she served until her retirement in 2009; and

WHEREAS, Clara Barton Potter-Keyes was the loving and beloved wife of John R. Keyes; and

WHEREAS, Clara Barton Potter-Keyes was the loving and beloved mother of John Barton Keyes; and

WHEREAS, Clara Barton Potter-Keyes was the loving and beloved sister of Linda Potter and Leslie Reynolds and proud aunt of four nephews; and

WHEREAS, Clara Barton Potter-Keyes was an avid dancer, enjoying the ballroom and Flamenco styles; and

WHEREAS, Clara Barton Potter-Keyes brought joy and delight to all those individuals who had the privilege of making her acquaintance; and

WHEREAS, Clara Barton Potter-Keyes departed this life on February 18, 2011;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby extend its profound sense of sorrow and proffers its sincerest condolences to the family and friends of Clara Barton Potter-Keyes. It affirms that Clara Barton Potter-Keyes' contributions to academia and to library science are manifold, and will benefit not only the students of Morehead State University, but all who would seek the knowledge that she contributed for many years yet to come. Furthermore, the Senate recognizes that Clara Barton Potter-Keyes was a model Kentuckian who was loved by all who had the fortune of her friendship.
