She was past president of the Clay County High School Marching Band, past president of the Trailblazer Homemakers, a member of the Clay County Homecoming Committee, a member of the Garden Club of Kentucky, a past member of the Chamber of Commerce, and a member of the local Red Hat Society. She was also a key part of the renovation of the B School, Clay County's last all-black segregated facility; and 

WHEREAS, Ann Fair was preceded in death by her sisters, Georgia, Leila, Nelle, Mildred, Joyce Fullwood, and Thelma Fields; four brothers, Lawrence, Jack, Bill, and Bruce. She is survived by her beloved husband, Edward; her daughter, Mechelle Jeanine (Randall) Zellars; her son, Mike (Cindy) Hipsher; and two grandchildren, Aaron Michael Hipsher and Macy Rehanne Zellars; one brother, Sam Hipsher; her god-daughter, Sydney Combos; two special children, Lori Beth Sizemore and Lawrence Baker Lewis; and many nieces and nephews; and

WHEREAS, Ann Fair departed this earthly life on November 19, 2010, and an entire community joins her family and friends in mourning her loss;
