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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Olive Hill upon the occasion of its sesquicentennial. 

WHEREAS, in 2011, the community of Olive Hill will celebrate its 150th birthday. The town, which is in Carter County, has planned a celebration for the summer that will include a beauty pageant; a horse show; a play written by a local playwright; outdoor concerts; and an antique car, motorcycle, and machinery show. With the generous help of a grant from the Brushy Fork Institute and through coordination with the Olive Hill Historical Society, the sesquicentennial celebration will also include educational as well as cultural events that celebrate Olive Hill's distinguished heritage; and 

WHEREAS, Olive Hill is a unique community, and even though it has steadily grown over its proud 150 years, it has retained the old-world charm that defined the town at its inception. The friendliness of its citizens and the "can do" spirit of the forebears who once moved the town from Old Olive Hill to Tygarts Creek have made Olive Hill an unmistakable and unique part of Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate commends the citizens of Olive Hill, the Olive Hill Historical Society, and Mayor Danny Sparks upon Olive Hill's sesquicentennial, and wishes the town prosperity as it continues to be "A Nice Place to Call Home." 

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Olive Hill.
