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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Louisville's Most Blessed Sacrament School on being entered in the National Register of Historic Places. 

WHEREAS, Most Blessed Sacrament School was founded in 1937. It was staffed by the Sisters of Charity of Nazareth and Ursuline Sisters of Louisville. This proud school closed in 2004, but it left behind a generation of students and young Catholics who benefited from the institution's mission of faith; and 

WHEREAS, on February 11, 2011, Most Blessed Sacrament School was entered in the National Register of Historic Places. The school, which was located at 1128 Berry Boulevard in Louisville, will forever be memorialized in the National Register. Those who attended, taught, and prayed at the school will now have the distinction of having been part of the legacy of one of this Commonwealth's most historic properties; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate commends Most Blessed Sacrament School on being entered in the National Register of Historic Places.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Most Blessed Sacrament School.
