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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Kenneth Faried for his leadership of the Morehead State University men's basketball team, for his storied collegiate career, for setting the modern NCAA Division I career rebounding record, and for being named the Ohio Valley Conference Player of the Year and Defensive Player of the Year. 

WHEREAS, Kenneth Faried was born in Newark, New Jersey. He attended Technology High School, where he was named First Team All-Essex County. He came to Morehead State University without the adulation or honors of some of his peers, but he has proceeded to have one of the more impressive college basketball careers in the history of any university or college in this Commonwealth. During his time at Morehead, Mr. Faried has been named to the Ohio Valley Conference (OVC) Newcomer of the Year Team, the OVC All-Tournament Team, and the All-OVC First Team. He has also been honored with the OVC Player of the Year and the OVC Defensive Player of the Year awards, and in 2010 was named a pre-season Honorable Mention All-American. Mr. Faried currently leads the nation in rebounding, averaging over 14 rebounds per game, is the conference leader in scoring, averaging 17.6 points per game, and is the conference leader in blocked shots, averaging 2.1 blocks per game; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Faried is known about campus for being a true gentleman and student who knows no stranger. His quick wit and engaging personality have earned the Newark, New Jersey native the respect of all who have come to know him; and

WHEREAS, on February 19, 2011, in a 71-65 win over Indiana State, Mr. Faried became the modern NCAA Division I rebounding leader. The record-setting rebound was his 1,571st, which passed former Wake Forest University and current NBA star Tim Duncan; and 

WHEREAS, on March 1, 2011, Mr. Faried was named the OVC Player of the Year and the OVC Defensive Player of the Year, this being the second consecutive year that he has received both awards and the third straight year he has been named the OVC Defensive Player of the Year; and

WHEREAS, this Honorable Body applauds the exemplary career of Mr. Faried and his many accomplishments. The effort, sacrifice, and perseverance of this young man embodies all that college athletics generally and the sport of college basketball specifically stands for;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate commends Kenneth Faried for his leadership qualities and academic ability, for setting the modern NCAA Division I career rebounding record, and for being named the OVC Player of the Year and Defensive Player of the Year. We wish him and the rest of the Morehead State Eagles the very best as they finish the 2010-2011 basketball season, and we hope Mr. Faried enjoys a long and productive career in the NBA.
