WHEREAS, a graduate of the University of Texas School of Law, Professor Louise Everett Graham served on the Texas Law Review and was a law clerk to Judge J. She joined the University of Kentucky College of Law in 1978 and began teaching in the areas Domestic Relations, Law and Literature, and Contracts.
