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A RESOLUTION acknowledging and recognizing the significant contributions of the Castle Post in Versailles, Woodford County.

WHEREAS, Tom Post, the owner of the Castle Post is a native of the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the Castle Post is an authentic and aesthetic reflection of medieval renaissance; it is nestled in the spectacular landscape of the beautiful surrounding horse farms in the heart of the Bluegrass; the Castle Post is the people's castle and welcomes its visitors to a luxury experience worthy of royalty; and

WHEREAS, on May 10, 2004, upon nearing completion, the Castle Post caught fire; it was finally completed after some 40 years in the making in November 2008; and during construction, the Castle Post employed 300 people, and for a short time was one of the largest employers in Woodford County; and

WHEREAS, the Castle Post hosts free charitable events and other special events during the year; more than a half-million dollars has been raised by events at the Castle Post since it opened; it has hosted numerous free fund raising events to organizations like The America Red Cross, Center for Women and Children Against Violence, Kentucky National Guard, Salvation Army, Susan G. Komen Breast Cancer Foundation, Scott County Humane Society, and United Professional Horsemen's Association; and it also donates gift certificates for overnight stays to churches, charitable organizations and other causes in the community; and

WHEREAS, the Castle Post operates its own 2.5-acre garden and raises vegetables and herbs used in the castle's kitchen; and the garden is in its second year of a three-year program to become a state-certified organic garden; and

WHEREAS, Tom Post and the entire management are commended for supporting community activities, charitable causes, and organizations, and also for being an active part in the Woodford County community and the surrounding area;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This Honorable Body does hereby express its heartfelt appreciation to the Castle Post for its support of charitable organizations and events and for being an active part of Woodford County and the surrounding area.
