WHEREAS, William F. Brockman was a proud citizen of Lexington, Kentucky. A humble man who loved his country, he was a loyal member of the Republican Party and began his public service at the young age of 16; and

WHEREAS, as a teenager, Mr. Brockman helped his mother, a voting precinct captain, prepare the local precinct for the presidential election. It was then that Mr. Brockman's love affair with politics and the democratic process began. At 17 years old, he formed the Teenage Republican Club at Bryan Station High School in Lexington. As a student at Eastern Kentucky University, he was President of the College Republicans. He was a member of the Young Republicans, and has served on the Fayette County Board of Elections since 1976. He was also a member of the Fayette County Executive Committee and chair of the Credentials Committee; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Brockman's service and outstanding dedication to his principles were not ignored by his peers. In 2010, he was given the Ronald Reagan Award for his service to the Republican Party, and a lifetime of civic responsibility was duly recognized; and
