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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of the Western Kentucky University forensics team for winning its ninth National Forensic Association National Tournament in debate and its seventh championship in individual events.

WHEREAS, the Western Kentucky University forensics team has achieved an unprecedented level of success in the arena of intercollegiate debate and speech. The team has won more titles in the last decade than any other program. It is also the only team to win the American Forensic Association national title, the National Forensic Association national title, the National Forensic Association debate national title, and the International Forensics Association title in the same year; and 

WHEREAS, in April, the Western Kentucky University forensics team won titles at the National Forensic Association National Tournament in Athens, Ohio. The Athens event is the largest such forensics tournament currently held. The team won the event in debate and individual events, taking both categories by the largest margin in the history of the tournament. In debate, the team placed a record seven debaters in the octofinals. The win solidified the mighty program's ninth championship in debate and its seventh in individual events; and 

WHEREAS, the Western Kentucky University forensics team is ably led by Director Jace Lux. In his first season as director, Jace Lux demonstrated his coaching prowess by continuing the success of Western Kentucky University's already established forensics team. The team, composed of 41 competitors, had a young core with 17 newcomers brought into the fold. Those students won 97 individual championships in various events and collected 74 runners up; and 

WHEREAS, the Western Kentucky University forensics team looks to build on its 2010 success in the upcoming season and continue to live out its mission of developing life learners, creative thinkers, and responsible citizens in the community; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby honor and congratulate the Western Kentucky University forensics team, Director Jace Lux, University President Gary A. Ransdell, assistants, and support staff upon winning its ninth National Forensic Association national tournament in debate, and its seventh in individual events.
