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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of John Mottley Milliken.

WHEREAS, John Mottley Milliken was born on September 19, 1918, the son of Nan and George Duncan Milliken; and

WHEREAS, John Milliken graduated from Bowling Green High School and earned his Bachelor of Arts from Vanderbilt University. A renowned athlete as well as a gifted student, he played point guard for the Vanderbilt Commodores and was inducted into the Omega Delta Kappa honor society. He served in the United States Army during World War II and, upon his discharge, returned to the University of Michigan to complete his law degree; and

WHEREAS, John Milliken returned to his beloved hometown of Bowling Green and joined his father's law practice. The law office was a family affair, as John Milliken worked alongside his father, his brother, his cousin, and his sister in an office that he came to consider a second home. Over an accomplished career that spanned 60 years, he served as an attorney, as Warren County judge, as President of the Bowling Green/Warren County Bar Association, as President of the County Judges Association of Kentucky, and as Chairman of the Kentucky Bar Association's Board of Governors. He was the attorney in Bowling Green's Urban Renewal Project, an initiative that helped residents relocate into improved housing. A staple in the community and much admired by those he served, he was affectionately referred to as "Judge Milliken"; and

WHEREAS, John Milliken served God as a member of the First Baptist Church of Bowling Green. A spiritual as well as a charitable man, he was one of the founders of the Bowling Green United Way; and

WHEREAS, John Milliken is survived by his loving wife of 63 years, Barbara Thompson Milliken; his daughters, Rebecca M. (Bill) Waldkirch, Elizabeth M. (Mike) Davenport, and Nan M. (Baker) Crow; eight grandchildren; and three great-grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, John Milliken departed this earthly life on January 20, 2011, and an entire community joins his family and friends in mourning his loss;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
