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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Dr. Evertie Moore on the occasion of his 80th birthday.

WHEREAS, Dr. Evertie Moore was born in Anderson County, South Carolina, on February 8, 1931, the son of the late George and Ida Moore; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Moore was married to the love of his life, Joyce Gailey on February 12, 1952, and they enjoyed more than 50 years of matrimonial bliss until her passing in 2006; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Moore served his nation admirably during the Korean War, where he was decorated many times for valor, including receipt of the Purple Heart; and

WHEREAS, while recovering from his wounds, Dr. Moore received the Lord into his heart on November 16, 1952; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Moore returned stateside following his military service, joining Tabernacle Baptist Church and surrendering to the call to spread the faith in 1954; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Moore received his Graduate of Theology certificate from Tennessee Temple Bible School in 1961, and was immediately dispatched to the Appalachian Mountains by Tabernacle Baptist Church to preach the faith; and

WHEREAS, in 1962, Dr. Moore became the first home missionary with Baptist International Mission, Inc., where he began 41 years of fruitful ministry and community service; and

WHEREAS, in 1982, Dr. Moore was awarded an honorary doctorate from Tabernacle Baptist College by Dr. Harold B. Sightler, the man who asked Dr. Moore to preach his first message; and

WHEREAS, among the many gifts granted to Dr. Moore by the Lord have been his four children, all of whom have married and entered a life of service to their Savior, along with his 14 grandchildren and 16 great-grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, even today, as he enters his ninth decade of wondrous life, Dr. Moore teaches Sunday School at Tabernacle Baptist Church in Nicholasville, where his son, Dr. Lonnie Moore, pastors to the flock;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
