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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and memory of Sergeant Jason D. Calo.

WHEREAS, Sergeant Jason D. Calo was born on January 26, 1987, in Grayling, Michigan and he traversed these earthly bounds on August 22, 2010; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Jason D. Calo, a resident of Lexington, Kentucky, was the loving husband of Sarah Lynn Calo; he was the devoted father of daughter Allison and son Achilles; he was the son of Jeri Manville and step-father, Thomas Manville; he was the beloved brother of Adam and Justin Calo; and he leaves behind many other family members who loved him dearly; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Jason D. Calo graduated from Mancelona High School in Michigan in 2005; he played quarterback for the varsity football team and was active in wrestling; he joined the United States Marine Corps in November of 2006; and he was assigned to 2nd Battalion, 6th Marine Regiment, Regimental Combat Team 7, II Marine Expeditionary Force Forward in Camp Lejeune, NC; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Jason D. Calo was previously deployed in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom from September 2008 to April 2009; and he was promoted to Sergeant July 1, 2009; and in June 2010 he was deployed to Afghanistan in support of Operation Enduring Freedom; and

WHEREAS, the life of Sergeant Jason D. Calo ended prematurely on August 22, 2010, when he encountered a hostile incident while supporting combat operations in Helmand province, Afghanistan; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Jason D. Calo’s awards and decorations include the: Marine Corps Good Conduct Medal, National Defense Service Medal, Afghanistan Campaign Medal, Iraq Campaign Medal, and Global War on Terrorism Service Medal; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for Sergeant Jason D. Calo and is deeply grateful for the ultimate sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Sergeant Jason D. Calo has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Sergeant Jason D. Calo and extends to his family and many friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
