He had a curious and focused mind, and he attacked a variety of different topics and projects, most of them relating to the social inequalities he saw in the world around him. Richard (Eileen Douglas) Talley, Ustaine Talley, Laura (Pat) McConley, Alice (Hal) Wyatt, Dr. Betty Horton, and Karen Talley; and two grandchildren; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Talley departed this earthly life on January 28, 2011, and an entire community joins his family and friends in mourning his loss;
