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A RESOLUTION urging the owners of the Medicaid managed care program, Passport Health Plan, to escrow their own funds in amounts equal to what they have received in cash distributions in 2008 and 2009 totaling in excess of $30 million.

WHEREAS, the owners of the Passport Health Plan include the University Medical Center, University Physicians Associates, Jewish Hospital and St. Mary's Healthcare, Norton Healthcare, and the Louisville/Jefferson County Primary Care Association; and

WHEREAS, the Passport Health Plan holds the state's largest contract at $793 million in the current fiscal year; and

WHEREAS, the actions of the Passport Health Plan regarding expenditures and cash distributions have been called into question, first by the Auditor of Public Accounts, then by the Governor, and most recently by the Attorney General; and 

WHEREAS, Medicaid has a critical impact on the delivery of medical services to individuals served by the Passport Health Plan in the 16 counties of Breckinridge, Bullitt, Carroll, Grayson, Hardin, Henry, Jefferson, LaRue, Marion, Meade, Nelson, Oldham, Shelby, Spencer, Trimble, and Washington;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   It is the position of the Senate that each of the owners of the Passport Health Plan – University Medical Center, University Physicians Associates, Jewish Hospital and St. Mary's Healthcare, Norton Healthcare, Louisville/Jefferson County Primary Care Association - using their own funds, should escrow an amount equal to that which they received from the three recent cash distributions occurring in 2008 and 2009 totaling in excess of $30 million in order to prepare for the possible return of these funds to the state Medicaid program pending resolution of this matter.

Section 2.
