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A RESOLUTION urging the United States Congress to restore the writ of Habeas Corpus to full force and effect.

WHEREAS, the writ of Habeas Corpus, being celebrated through the ages as, "The Great Writ of Liberty," represents one of our strongest bulwarks against government tyranny and has been used in Anglo-American law since at least the year 1305; and

WHEREAS, the application of this writ has now been unwisely limited, moving us from a nation of liberty by law to one where executive fiat may rule the lives of free people; and

WHEREAS, the protection of America and her citizens need not give rise to the darkness created by the removal of our fundamental liberties, with the suspension of Habeas Corpus representing a grave threat to American freedom;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Kentucky Senate hereby urges the United States Congress to restore the writ of Habeas Corpus to full force and effect without delay.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the Senate shall forward a copy of this Resolution to the Clerk of the United States Senate, to the Clerk of the United States House of Representatives, and all of the members of Kentucky's Congressional Delegation.
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
