WHEREAS, Walter T. "W.T." Brumfield, Sr., was born in Jessamine County on March 27, 1921, to the late Buford and Sarah Sanders Brumfield; and

He served in the United States Army and was the first Allied soldier in Cherbourg, France, where he singlehandedly captured seven German soldiers. Along with many other commendations, he received the Purple Heart and the Presidential Unit Citation; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Brumfield began service as a volunteer firefighter in Nicholasville in 1948. In 1955, he became Nicholasville Fire Chief and remained in that position for 33 years. He served as President of the Central Kentucky Firefighters Association and served on the Governor's Committee on Safety, and he was instrumental in the formation of the Jessamine County Fire District. In 2006, he was inducted into the Firefighters Hall of Fame; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Brumfield was so devoted to his work that fighting fires became a beloved hobby. This hobby turned into a passion, and he inspired two of his sons and two grandsons to follow in his footsteps and become firefighters themselves; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Brumfield was the loving husband of the late Loretta Corman Brumfield. He is survived by sons Charles (Brenda) Brumfield, Mark Brumfield and partner Mike Arnold, and Walter T. (Judy) Brumfield, Jr.; and several grandchildren and great-grandchildren; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Brumfield departed this earthly life on December 11, 2010, and an entire community joins his family and friends in mourning his loss;
