A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of Jerry Paul Waddell.

WHEREAS, Jerry Paul Waddell was born on January 12th, 1952, the son of the late Lou and Paul Waddell; and 

WHEREAS, Jerry Waddell was raised in Knott County, Kentucky. He attended Hindman Settlement School and graduated from Knott County High School. He received a bachelor of arts degree in music and education from Kentucky Wesleyan College and a bachelor of science degree in elementary education from Morehead State University. Always eager to continue his education, he earned a master of arts degree in education from Morehead State before beginning his career as a first grade teacher; and 

WHEREAS, after nine years in elementary education, Jerry Waddell earned a professorship at Pikeville College. He had an immediate effect on every student who entered his class. Always kind and carefree, he made his lessons fun and sent a generation of Kentucky's teachers into the workforce prepared and excited about the complexities of teaching; and 

WHEREAS, a multitalented man, Jerry Waddell left education to become owner and principal designer of Arrangements, a flower shop in Pikeville. However, he could not stay away from education, and he soon left his avocation to become principal at Pikeville Elementary. He remained at the school for nine years. Again he displayed an extraordinary ability to touch his students' lives, and when he retired due to his health, he left behind a legacy of goodwill and compassion; and 

WHEREAS, after his retirement, Jerry Waddell gave himself to his special passion of music and the church work that had always defined much of his life. He was choir director and minister of music at Pikeville United Methodist Church for over 40 years. He was also a member of various church committees, including Chairman of the Worship Committee and Leadership Director for the church's Power of One Capital Campaign; and 

WHEREAS, Jerry Waddell was preceded in death by his brother, Steve Waddell. He is survived by his beloved wife, Jennefer; his brother, Frank Waddell, his sisters-in-law, Mary Waddell and Jeanne Tanner; his mother-in-law, Betty Lee Tanner; his nephews, Josh Waddell and John Ross Kimberlain; his uncle and aunt, John and Barbara Waddell; and his aunt, Verna Mae Cornett; and 

WHEREAS, Jerry Waddell departed this earthly life on January 4th, 2011, and an entire community joins his family and friends in mourning his loss;
