WHEREAS, it is appropriate that this Honorable Body recognize the perseverance, efforts, and accomplishments of this outstanding group of young men, who exemplify the best in dedication and teamwork, and who will forever be remembered in the storied annals of Kentucky high school basketball history; and

WHEREAS, the accomplishments of this group of young men should be recognized and celebrated in a public, tangible way;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby recognize and honor the Christian County Colonels, Head Coach Kerry Stovall, the assistants and support staff, parents, Principal Kathy Johnson, and the entire Christian County community upon winning the 2011 KHSAA Boys' Sweet Sixteen Basketball Tournament.
