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A JOINT RESOLUTION suspending statutes for payment to members of the General Assembly for participating in the First 2011 Extraordinary Session.

WHEREAS, the General Assembly has been called into Extraordinary Session in order to consider legislation concerning the state's Medicaid budget and the age at which students are allowed to drop out of school; and

WHEREAS, both these topics were the subject of legislation that was proposed during the 2011 Regular Session of the General Assembly; and

WHEREAS, KRS 6.190, 6.211, and 6.220 provide for the compensation of members of the General Assembly for their services during legislative sessions; and

WHEREAS, the cost in public funds for each legislative day of an Extraordinary Session exceeds $60,000; and

WHEREAS, during tough economic times, the taxpayers of Kentucky should not be forced to pay for the expenses of this Extraordinary Session;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   Notwithstanding KRS 6.190, 6.211, or 6.220, or any other section of the Kentucky Revised Statutes, no member of the Kentucky General Assembly shall receive any compensation, reimbursement, or allowance from the State Treasury or from any fund maintained by the Executive Branch or the Legislative Branch of state government for attending, participating in, traveling to and from, or in any other way being associated with the First 2011 Extraordinary Session of the General Assembly.
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
