Through a career dedicated to the teaching and playing of good music, and through a life that has seen him overcome the most difficult odds imaginable, Mr. Knipp has been a courageous survivor, a friend to all who have met him, and a welcome voice on the radio for 20 strong and productive years; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate commends Sandy Knipp for his courage as a survivor of two kidney transplants and for the 20th-year celebration as host of the show "Bluegrass Diversion."
