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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor and loving memory of Nicholas Jacoby, Benjamin T. Laslie, and Allen Williams.

WHEREAS, the loss of life is a time of great sorrow, and that sorrow is particularly acute when it occurs on the cusp of adulthood; and

WHEREAS, Nicholas Jacoby was a Franklin County High School Senior who enjoyed the outdoors and his membership in the FFA and who planned to attend LSU upon graduation; and

WHEREAS, Benjamin T. Laslie was a Franklin County High School Senior who was a member of the FFA and who worked in equine agriculture while attending school; and

WHEREAS, Allen Williams was a Franklin County High School Senior who played football and joined the FFA and who had enrolled at EKU for his post-graduation education; and

WHEREAS, these three Franklin County seniors lost their lives in a tragic traffic accident occurring on April 1, 2011;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its most profound sense of sorrow and proffers its sincerest condolences to the family and friends of Nicholas Jacoby, Benjamin T. Laslie, and Allen Williams.
