Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
The measure amends KRS 67C.103, 67C.105, and 83A.040 to lower the age at which a person is eligible to hold the office of a council member or mayor. The HCS sets the age of eligibility for mayor at 21 instead of 18 as in the bill as introduced.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost

The fiscal impact on local governments of HB 112 HCS is the same as for the measure as introduced since it is likely to be minimal in the short-term and nil in the long term. The HCS, if enacted, would:  (1) lower the age at which a person is eligible to hold the office of mayor of a city of the first class or a city mayor from 25 to 21years of age; and (2) lower the age of eligibility to serve as a member of a consolidated local government council or a city legislative body member from 21 to 18 years of age.
Initially, any documents (including any related local ordinances or regulations) and election materials pertaining to age eligibility for holding the office of mayor or council member or local legislative body would need to be revised.  This should take minimal administrative staff time.
