HB 112 GA amends KRS 67C.103, 67C.105, and 83A.040, which relates to the age of eligibility to hold the office of mayor or serve as members of local legislative bodies.  The age of eligibility for holding these offices is lowered as follows:

Some cities may have ordinances that include the language contained in state statutes. If they do include the statutory language for age of eligibility for the offices of mayor and for membership on a local legislative body, those ordinances would need revision upon enactment and implementation of the measure.  
Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost

The fiscal impact on local governments of HB 112 GA is likely to be minimal in the short-term and nil in the long term. The measure lowers the age at which persons are eligible for certain offices as shown above.
The Kentucky League of Cities expects the cost to be minimal with those cities that have ordinances that mimic the state statutes revising them. This would cost a small amount of administrative time and publication costs. Most likely they would wait until they needed to revise their code of ordinances, which is every five years.
