Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
This legislation expands the definition of “profits of crime” to include gain, income, property or proceeds generated from the commission of a crime, and any gain, income property or proceeds generated from sale, conversion or exchange of such property or proceeds. If a defendant obtains “profits of crime” as a result of unique knowledge obtained during the preparation for or commission of a crime, those profits would also be included in the definition.
The legislation further provides that all “profits of crime” would be required to be paid to the Crime Victims Compensation Board. 

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of BR 259 on local government is expected to be nil to minimal. 

The only possible impact on local governments might be if Commonwealth or County Attorneys or local law enforcement were required to assist in locating the “Profits of Crime” for payment to the Crime Victims Compensation Board.
