Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 121 GA creates a new section of KRS Chapter 2 to define “Prisoner of War and Missing in Action flag” as the POW/MIA flag designated by Congress as the symbol of the nation’s commitment and concern for the fate of Americans still in prison, missing in action or otherwise unaccounted for as a result of a hostile action.  
The measure requires that all POW/MIA flags purchased or displayed by a public institution be manufactured in the United States.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 121 GA on local governments is expected to be minimal.  Many local governments do not currently fly a POW/MIA flag, and in some locales, local veterans groups purchase the POW/MIA flags that are flown by the local government. 
If HB 121 GA is enacted, local governments who purchase a POW/MIA flag would need to buy one that is manufactured in the United States.  A 3 X 5 foot flag manufactured in the United States can be purchased by local governments through the state’s master agreement contract for $28 plus $7.30 for shipping and handling.
