Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
This legislation authorizes a city of the second class within a county containing a consolidated local government where a planning agreement is not required to establish a board of zoning adjustment by ordinance. If established, the board of zoning adjustment will have exclusive jurisdiction within the second class city’s boundaries.     

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
It is expected that the fiscal impact of this legislation on local governments would be minimal. 

This legislation is optional and not mandatory, and there is currently only one consolidated local government in the Commonwealth. This legislation would only be applicable to that jurisdiction, thereby making the fiscal impact on other counties with cities of the second class nil. 
In the jurisdiction where the legislation currently applies, there would be a minimal cost savings to the consolidated local government in no longer having to devote its resources to board of zoning adjustment decisions for cities of the second class who choose to create a board of zoning adjustment under the provisions of this legislation.

For a city of the second class who chooses to create a board of zoning adjustments under the provisions of this legislation, and with regard to the second class city to which this legislation would be immediately applicable, there would likely be a permitting or code enforcement process already in place which could absorb most, if not all of the additional costs that may be incurred in the creating the board of zoning adjustment within the city of the second class. 
There could be some minimal increase in costs resulting from the process required for advertising the ordinance creating the board of zoning adjustment, and the appointment of the board of adjustment members. If there is a per diem paid to newly appointed board of zoning adjustment members in the city of the second class, there would be an additional minimal expense. However, if board of zoning adjustment members are volunteers, which is the case in the city where this legislation would be immediately applicable, there would be no additional costs. Likewise, improved economic development opportunities that may result from more rapid board of zoning adjustment approvals could offset any potential increase in costs.     
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
